Conflict in the Church: 
Entrusted With the Message of Reconciliation 

 
The Lombard Mennonite Peace Center provides unique programs in Christian peacemaking to churches, schools, and 

community groups. One of LMPC’s more popular programs available to groups is a workshop in conflict transforma-

tion suitable for church retreat weekends or Friday night and day-long Saturday workshops. It would be an appropriate 

workshop for churches which are currently experiencing conflict—or those who simply want to work at preventing 

destructive conflict in the future.

In addition to their 

long involvement in issues related to Christian peacemaking and conflict transformation in churches, their experience 

in mediating congregational conflicts makes them uniquely qualified to lead conflict transformation workshops. Fi-

nally, in order to continue the educational process after the workshop, LMPC books on conflict transformation and 

other Christian peacemaking concerns can be made available to participants.
